e drawn up using the template forms provided (where applicable) with the tender
specification.

4. The period of validity of the tender, during which tenderers may not modify the terms of their
tenders in any respect, is three (3) months from the date indicated in point 2.

5. Submission of an offer implies acceptance of all the terms and conditions set out in this invitation
to tender, in the tender specification and in the draft contract and, where appropriate, waiver of
the tenderer's own general or specific terms and conditions. Submission of an offer is binding
on the tenderer to whom the contract is awarded for the duration of the contract.

6. All costs incurred during the preparation and submission of tenders are to be borne by the
tenderers and will not be reimbursed.
